Final Project – Annotated Bibliography
Note: You do need to have the actual books and articles in hand (not just the citations) in order to annotate them, use PASCAL Delivers and/or Interlibrary Loan to request books and/or articles that are not available at the CofC Libraries (including those that have been checked out).  Start early!

Using Microsoft Word (saving in word format, NOT works!), Times New Roman (font type), 12 point (font size):

· write you clear, concise, and focused thesis statement (one paragraph, not more than 250 words);
· include six (6) sources with annotations:

· three (3) books

· three (3) scholarly journal articles
· group the sources in 2 sections (books, articles);

· all of the sources that you select must provide relevant information about your topic;  

· use the MLA format for your citations and annotations.  Be aware of your citations and format. [Double space, put citations in alphabetical order, indent 5 spaces after first line for each citation (including the annotations), etc.]
· Note on annotations: 
In addition to summarizing the prominent points in the article or book, your annotations should justify for its inclusion on your annotated bibliography -- Why did you choose a certain book or article?  How was it better than other references that you found and did not include? How will it support your thesis?  Use your critical thinking skills and evaluate each item before you include it in the bibliography. 
Please use complete sentences for the annotations.
